Nearly 5,500 People Housed in Fiscal Year 2024!

Nearly 5,500 people moved into homes and left homelessness with the
help of the Joint Office of Homeless Services and its contracted service
providers in Fiscal Year 2023-24 — an increase of 1,211 people year-over-
year (28%).

The annual increase in housing placements is the largest since the Joint
Office launched in July 2016, driven by a surge in people newly served by
the Supportive Housing Services Measure.

In addition, nearly 7,900 people entered shelter last fiscal year, an increase
of more than 2,000 people year-over-year, or nearly 35%.

The Joint Office’s data and evaluation team published a year-end
dashboard charting the department’s progress in helping people access
housing and shelter, and other services for each quarter last fiscal year. The
Joint Office also sent Metro its fourth-quarter narrative report focused
specifically on Supportive Housing Services programming for the year.

Oregonian Op-ed by JOHS Director, Dan Field

In an op-ed published last week in The Oregonian newspaper, JOHS
Director Dan Field concludes:

“After years of criticism for lack of a plan, and with strong leadership from
the county Board of Commissioners and Portland City Council, we now
share a clear, detailed strategy for the next two years. Highlights include
adding over 1,000 shelter beds and hundreds of new units of permanent
supportive housing. We’ve also built key success metrics, a framework for
oversight and accountability, and a governance structure that brings more
people to the table.

“Our ability to right the ship and do what many critics thought was
impossible tells me we’re on track, and that we must keep moving forward
together instead of retreating to our corners. | am confident that when the
Joint Office and our community stay aligned, we can — and will — rise to
the challenge.”

Provider Spotlight: 4D and TSA

Some success stories shared with us from some of our partner
organizations working in East County (4D Recovery and the
Salvation Army):

« An individual we encountered was living in a broken-down van
and committed to doing "whatever it takes" to improve their
situation. They stayed engaged with 4D, updated contact
numbers regularly, and were moved into Blackburn Apartments
after initially refusing another location due to distance. This
individual secured a job at Chevron through SE Works
(Worksource) and lived at Blackburn for nearly a year. Despite
significant personal losses, they focused on mental health and
qualified for Permanent Supportive Housing through Cascadia
Health/Adult CA. This individual is now thriving and prioritizing
self-care.

« One household assisted by the Salvation Army Outreach Team
was an immigrant family from the Pacific Islands. This couple
and their four-year-old child were living in their vehicle when
they first connected with The Salvation Army. They had lost
their home a few months earlier due to a job closure.
Collaborating with Central City Concern and East County
Housing, The Salvation Army helped the family secure
permanent housing and employment opportunities.

« A person encountered by 4D Recovery, a physically disabled
individual, sought help for temporary housing and detox from
meth and fentanyl. With 4D’s assistance, they entered Hooper
Detox, stayed at TPI shelter, and accessed services at Miracles
Club. Despite health challenges and being over 55, their
motivation and determination to improve their life were
remarkable.

East County Outreach



The JOHS Outreach Team (the only team directly deployed by the
JOHS) continues to build relationships with community members and
partners in East County, including the HOPE Team and The Harvest
Church Food Pantry volunteer staff. The Salvation Army and 4D
outreach workers who make up the JOHS Outreach Team have
overcome and worked through some of the same challenges that
many outreach providers often experience. This team has been
resourceful and resilient despite these challenges, and has had
success in helping people move from homelessness into stable,
supportive housing.

Best Practices in Effective Sheltering

The JOHS Planning & Evaluation team will soon be releasing their
Effective Shelter Report, which outlines best practices in
emergency shelter. In order to provide further insight into
improvements needed throughout the shelter system and how
these factors may be influencing shelter outcomes, additional data
was collected from shelter providers to provide clarity around
staffing levels, housing navigation, and shelter safety. This data
collection and analysis took place from July-August 2024, and is
currently being integrated into the report. The full report will be
completed in early Fall.

Another research project that is currently underway is a 2-year
project with the Homelessness Research and Action Collaborative
(HRAC) at Portland State University that began earlier this year. This

project will investigate the factors that enable or impede people
experiencing homelessness in their efforts to move into
housing, including a focus on emergency shelter as a common
part of individual pathways to housing.

HRAC is currently in the early stages recruiting a project-specific
Lived Experience Committee, and developing the survey to be
conducted in the Fall. The survey results and report for year one
will be complete in early 2025. The final report for the project is
planned to be complete near the end of 2025.
